The 2010-2011 Asia Law I-II seminar for 2nd-3rd year business law students included the overseas Asia Pacific
Relations Training Program held February 1-18, 2011. This seminar, which started in 2006-2007, was originally
only for business law majors. After a change in the curriculum, we opened up this course to jurisprudence track
students as well. And with this fifth program, one jurisprudence track student participated for the first time.

In the past, the law faculty established a business law program in Seattle, Washington, US. first at the
University of Washington and then at Seattle University. Thanks to Professor Weston’s enthusiastic leadership
and close cooperation with all those involved with that program, which has been operating comparatively
longer, students have achieved extremely satisfying results. Moreover, these students’achievements have re-
markably improved after completing this U.S. program.

The Asia Pacific Relations Training Program based on the results of the U.S. program has expanded its focus
to the Asia Pacific region. From the beginning, Professor Weston has worked along with various partners to
carry out the preparations for a high level of specialized academic content for our 2nd year business law stu-
dents. Moreover, she has continued to push for a high level of student achievement. Until the 4th program, the
overseas portion of this seminar was carried out at The University of Waikato, New Zealand and Griffith
University, Australia. This time the program was open to 2nd and 3rd year business law as well as jurisprudence
track students and held only at The University of Waikato. (Last year, two third year business law track students
participated for the first time.)

The 2010-2011 program included lectures about New Zealand-Japan relations; trade in the Asia Pacific re-
gion and the New Zealand legal system given by The University of Waikato faculty; a National Party MP and
others. Students also listened to special presentations at the High Court, Hamilton City Council and the Hamilton
City police as well as observed court cases at the High Court and or District Court. In addition, students divided
into groups to carry out comparative research regarding 1) Sustainable Business and Regional International
Airport Development: Future Challenges; 2) Housing Development, Regulation and City Planning Strategies
and Challenges; 3) A NZ Furniture Business Case Study; 4) The Maori and Tourism Business; and 5) Japan
and New Zealand Travel Industry Sale Strategies by visiting a large scale retailer; various businesses and a city
council office. I would like to express my appreciation to the staff at The University of Waikato for their efforts
to facilitate the improvement of students’ English language capacity as well as arrangements for the smooth and
effective operation of the above activities.

Also students through their homestays could experience local lifestyle and culture. These experiences, while
also useful for improving students’ English skills, have become an invaluable mental foundation as well for fu-
ture overseas experiences. Finally, I would like to thank the homestay families, all those involved and Professor
Weston for preparations prior to and support during the program to overcome any difficulties.

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On the 5th anniversary of the Asia Pacific Relations Training program (2/1-18/11), I would like to express
a special appreciation to former Dean Norio Okumiya under whose auspices, we were able to initiate this
program in 2006-2007. Thanks to his vision for innovative law faculty education and to the wonderful sup-
port of the present Dean Komei Hatada as well as that of the law faculty including its administrative staff, this
program has continued to develop.

The Asia Pacific Relations Training Program (Asia Hoo Seminar I, II) is partially funded by Fukuoka University. This program specifically
has five different goals: 1) acquisition of comparative legal and policy knowledge concerning Japan, New Zealand and Australia; 2) deepened
understanding of business, government and legal interrelationships regionally and globally; 3) practical experiences through field visits to
law firms, courts, business and commercial entities; 4) raised consciousness about international issues in the Asia Pacific Rim and 5) deep-
ened intercultural understanding through lectures, practical training, homestays and discussion concerning diversity. This program is di-
vided into three phases. The first phase with Professor Weston during the fall semester at FU University prepares students for their studies
in New Zealand through lectures; review of reference materials from presenters in Australasia; advice concerning group topics, search for
target companies and advance preparation of resumes, summaries and power points. The second phase follows at The University of
Waikato (Hamilton, NZ), where the site instructor there debriefs students after presentations. It also includes cultural activities in Rotorua
and Mt. Mauganui.  Students also make company visits and deliver their final power point presentations. ~Students are evaluated on their
final power point presentations- 40%; participation 15%; short presentation (fall) 35% and homework 10%.

Synposis/Comments:

Group B visited Fukuoka City Hall and Hamilton City Council offices to learn about how city planning
strategies impact on regulations for housing development. They learned about Fukuoka's Master Plan
and Hamilton’s District plan for city development. Both cities, in spite differences in culture, climate,
population and geography, wish to create liveable cities including redevelopment of different areas for
additional housing; increased employment and improved lifestyles.

Any such initiative, they discovered
also must consider the New Zealand Natural Resources Act including preservation of historical areas.
Finally, among the future challenges and strategies for both cities, Group B emphasized more eco hous-
ing and development of the Commercial Business District to include urban housing as well as develop-
ment of residential areas to facilitate more convenient lifestyles. Group A also pointed out the how
central government in Japan vs. local government in New Zealand influenced heavily on regional devel-
opment.
