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At Fukuoka University Faculty of Law, the on-site training program in New Zealand is being
held as a part of the class, "Asian Law Seminar I (Asia-Pacific Legal and Political Affairs)".
Professor Stephanie Weston is in charge of this class. Fukuoka University Faculty of Law has two
departments: the Department of Law (JJ) and the Department of Business Law (JB). A total of 12
students from both departments (5 students from JJ, 7 students from JB) participated in this
class of 2023-2024. They made sufficient preparations in Japan before visiting New Zealand.

For the past two years, due to the spread of COVID-19, onsite.training was not possible,
Instead, it was mainly conducted online. However, this year, as social life has become more
similar to what it used to be before the spread of the infection, the on-site training in New
Zealand was held this year for the first time in a while. We are very happy to be able to hold this
training as usual this year, which marks the 15" anniversary of this class.

For all the students who joined, the training in New Zealand must have opened them up to
many new worlds. There may have been things that were commonplace in everyday life in Japan
that were not commonplace in everyday life in New Zealand and vice versa. [ think they have
learned that if they find themselves in a different environment from what they are used to, they
need to think for themselves based on their own knowledge, and then take action on their own.
Based on this experience, I hope that the students will study harder, increase their knowledge,
self-develop during their school days, and then spread their wings in society after their graduation.

This training was made possible by the support of Professor Weston, who is in charge of this
class, and many others whose names are mentioned in this report, especially representatives at
Gina & Partners, Victoria University of Wellington, all instructors and presenters as well as
homestay families. We would like to express our deepest gratitude to everyone for their efforts.

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Although this was the tenth time for the Asia Pacific Relations training program to be held onsite in Wellington, NZ with 12
students, we held two online programs at Victoria University of Wellington (2022 and 2023). At the same time, we celebrated the
15t anniversary of this Fukuoka University (FU) law faculty program in Australasia. The inaugural program until the 4™ program
was split between Waikato University in Hamilton, New Zealand and Griffith University in Brisbane, Australia, allowing students
to carry out comparative analysis in two key countries in Australasia. By the fifth program, we were solely based at Waikato
University, located in an important region of NZ's north island. By the sixth program, we moved to Victoria University of Wel-
lington (VUW). Since 2021, we are now solely based at VUW. The shift allowed students easier access to practical learning expe-
riences not only at the local and regional levels but also at the national level.

Since the initial program in 2007, 219 students have now successfully participated thanks to the combined efforts of coordina-
tors, instructors, universities and institutes.

I would like to especially thank Gina Hughes, Managing Director, Gina & Partners, Akio Hara, Christchurch Office Manager
Nana Nanami, Fukuoka Office Manager; Tania McGowan, General Programme Manager, Uni Professional, Victoria University of
Wellington (VUW) and her staff, especially, Jacoba Holland, Programme Manager and Micro Credentials and Rachel Ton, Pro-
gramme Manager. Bette Cosgrove, this year’s site instructor, has worked on the majority of our programs in Wellington. Under
her very capable guidance, students were able to build up their analytical, presentation and self-expression skills in English. At
the closing ceremony, she was awarded an outstanding teaching award.

Originally, this program was launched to provide students with another perspective on law, policy and culture in the Asia Pa-
cific region. Students learn not only about New Zealand’s legal system and policymaking including constitutional law but also
about NZ-Japan relations, business promotion and advocacy of business interests, local city government, Maori business develop-
ment and culture as well as NZ trade strategies including CPTPP and RCEP. This time Post Corona students could hear directly
about many important political, legal and social shifts in New Zealand including the policies implemented by the new coalition
government, discussions about reinterpreting the principles of the Waitangi Treaty, gender parity issues and the impact of global
events on New Zealand’s economy.

While expanding their international legal minds, students through this program also improved global communication skills
and successfully delivered their final power point presentations about respective group topics-[Sustainable Cooling Technology
in Japan and NZ][; [Challenges for Women in Politics] [Ferry Services after COVID 19] and [Solar Energy for Sustainable Cities] in
English. Their final presentations were also based on data gathered from visits to local businesses/organizations in Fukuoka
before departure. Students also enjoyed New Zealand lifestyles through homestays, a visit to a farm, a typical Maori meal called
hangi and conversations with local people in Wellington.

Finally, at the end of the overall seminar which included the overseas program in Wellington, it was wonderful to see this how
students, selected in March of 2023, grew personally and academically. All students received certificates of completion for this
year'’s program at VUW. In addition, five other students also received special certificates for their participation in both Fukuoka
and New Zealand. Ayaka Urata, Group C Leader, was awarded an outstanding participation certificate. Momoka Oba, Group A
member and Haruka Yano, Group B member, received respectively an excellent participation certificate. Koki Egami, Class Vice
President/Group A Leader and Miku Uotani, Group B Leader received respectively a most improved participation certificate.

Program Profile 7’0045 LN

The Asia Pacific Relations Training Program (Asia Hoo Seminar I) was partially funded by the Ministry of Education, Science and
Technology's special exchange student fund for the third time in 2014-2015. This program specifically has five different goals: 1) acquisition
of comparative legal and policy knowledge concerning Japan, New Zealand and Australia; 2) deepened understanding of business,
government and legal interrelationships regionally and globally; 3) practical experiences through field visits to law firms, courts, business
and commercial entities; 4) raised consciousness about international issues in the Asia Pacific Rim and 5) deepened intercultural
understanding and increased global communication skills through lectures, practical training, homestays and discussion concerning
diversity.

This program is divided into three phases. The first phase from May to June with Professor Weston at Fukuoka University (FU) in Fukuoka
involves consultations with all class groups concerning group topics as well as a search for target companies in Fukuoka and New Zealand.
Each member will also select books to read over the summer related to their group topics and submit a book report in the fall. The second
phase also with Professor Weston during the fall semester at FU prepares students for their studies in New Zealand through the review of
reference materials from presenters in Australasia; company visits in Fukuoka as well as preparation of resumes and initial reports on group
topics. The third phase follows at Victoria University of Wellington (Wellington, NZ), where the site instructor builds on these preparations
by accompanying students throughout the summer session there, debriefings, exercises to increase self-expression and analytical thinking
in English and further guidance regarding their English power point presentations. Students make company visits and deliver their final
power point presentations.

Students are evaluated accordingly: final power point presentations- 40% (NZ); participation 25% (NZ & Japan); short presentation (fall) 25%
(Japan); homework/group work 10% (Japan). Keywords: Japan, Wellington, New Zealand, Australasia, international business, comparative
law, comparative policy, comparative trade, local government, central government, Parliament, Maori and minority rights.

As Group A was interested in [Sustainable Cooling Technology in Japan and New Zealand, they
interviewed Ryota Akatsuka, President, Arato Corporation in Fukuoka, Japan and carried out an online
interview with Bronwyn Cook, SKOPE Sustainability Program Manager, who is based in Christchurch,
New Zealand.

Group B addressed [Challenges for Women in Politics]. Their research on this topic involved three
organizations: ORMREZH>F 2 {Fukuoka Association to increase the number of Female
Lawmakers] (Fukuoka, Japan) @Academy for Gender Parity (Tokyo, Japan) and 3 National Council of
Women in New Zealand (Wellington, NZ). Respectively, we interviewed Professor Keiko Tominaga,
Chair, and Kazue Fujita (former House of Representatives of Japan MP), Board Member; Miho Nishikawa,
Secretariat Head and Eva Hartshorn-Sanders, International Hub, National Council of Women in New
Zealand about their activities, participation of women in politics and the fostering of female lawmakers.

Although the focus and scale of activities vary with each of these organizations, they share an interest
in the promotion of gender parity and the participation of women in politics.

Synopsis:

As both Japan and New Zealand hope to realize a carbon neutral society by 2050, Group D decided
to focus on [Solar Energy for Sustainable Cities]. In Fukuoka, we interviewed Joe Lara, Shift Energy CEO
and his staff members and in Wellington, Niels Peyre (leader) and Phillipa Kate Andrew, Renewable
Energy Engineering, Renewable Development Team, Meridian about three areas related to our topic:

Meridian is a power generator company who is involved in the areas of hydroelectricity and
wind energy with less involvement in the solar energy area. In Japan solar power usage is around 9%
compared to New Zealand's 3%. However, investments in the solar energy area in New Zealand are
rising with some agricultural farms being converted into solar farms. Group D learned there are various
obstacles faced by companies introducing solar power setups whether in Japan and New Zealand. We
also learned that a mix of renewables to support sustainable cities is also important but the mix itself
varies depending on local conditions in each country. Finally, it is clear that solar energy for sustainable
cities has potential which needs to be further developed.
